Pros and Cons




Pros

Town/Parish can choose to do one (it is not compulsory)

* Prepared by the local community working with the town/parish council

» Has statutory weight in the planning system (so has more power than e.g. a Supplementary
Planning Document, Parish Plan etc)

*  Should provide a clear steer for any potential developers

» Content can focus on whatever land use issues the community decide are priorities (so does not
have to cover every land use issue)

» Can identify future development sites (but does not have to)

Can promote more development than set out in existing development plans

Parishes with a Neighbourhood Plan in place will benefit from 25% of any Community
Infrastructure Levy (CIL), rather than the standard 15%

East Northamptonshire Council can provide officer advice, mapping assistance, consultation
advice etc and are responsible for the Examination and Referendum parts of the process

A lot of evidence information, studies, surveys and research will already be held and be available
from organisations e.g parish/district/county councils and other agencies

* Preparation and processes take time and commitment (do not underestimate these)
* Has a number of set procedures that have to be followed
* Do local people have the skills needed, as they will write the NP?

*  Funding will be needed (amount will depend upon extent of consultations and content proposed
e.g. is more research/studies/surveys needed to provide evidence?; are specialist skills needed
e.g. a planning consultant to help write/do things?... etc)

*  Must comply with legislation and regulations and be in general conformity with the National
Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) and Development Plan

*  Must conform with any relevant EU legislation e.g. Nene Valley Special Protection Area
*  Will be independently examined

* Can shape, but cannot prevent development

* Contentis about land use planning issues (this can include design issues)

*  Following Examination, requires local referendum with the community and must have majority
support to enable the plan to progress (so needs good consultation and communication
throughout the process)
